Philosophy of the Program

Graceful Beginnings Pre-Kindergarten
is a church-based preschool for children ages
3-5 who are planning to enter kindergarten.
This school seeks to prepare children to begin
elementary school by advancing skills in the
areas of social and interpersonal skills, self-
help skills and independence, academics,
spiritual life, learning readiness, language,
aesthetics, and motor development.
